reproduce, publish, and
promote the artwork in print
and digital formats.

Submission Guidelines

1. Artwork must be original and created solely by the student.

2. Accepted mediums include: drawing, painting, printmaking,
digital art, collage, or mixed media (no photography).

3. Art must be horizontal (landscape) orientation and fit an
8.5" x 11" format.

4. Digital submissions must be scanned at 300 DPI resolution
(PDF and JPEG format).

5. Each submission must be accompanied by a completed
and signed Release Form (see below).

6. Submissions without a release form will not be considered.
